NOVA SCOTIA MORGAN HORSE SHOW 2010
Early Entry deadline is Friday, August 20", 2010

All show entries received on or before Friday, August 20™, will be entered in a draw. The winner will
receive a refund of one-half of the class entry fees for one animal entered (your choice!). No post entry
fees will be charged for entries received prior to the show; however, if your entry is received after the
August 18" deadline, we cannot guarantee your entries will be listed in the program.

Grounds fee $15 per day — Applicable to horses being shown ‘off the trailer’.

Horses may be moved into the barns after 12 noon on Friday, September 3rd.
Stalls will not be reserved until entries/fees are received.

Though every effort will be made to accommodate, STALL REQUESTS CANNOT BE
GUARANTEED FOR ENTRIES RECEIVED AFTER AUGUST 20™! No horses are to be stabled in
the 4-H Barn without prior approval of the show committee. Carts can be stored there. Any
exhibitors using unreserved stalls will be charged the full stall fee as our show is billed for that
usage by the exhibition.

Sawdust: PLEASE SEE THE ATTACHED ORDER FORM. SAWDUST MUST BE PRE-ORDERED
OR SUPPLIED BY EXHIBITORS. Stabling Bedding will be only be provided if pre-ordered
and prepaid.

Hay and feed are not provided. Exhibitors are responsible to bring their own.

Post Entry at the Show:
For classes post entered at the show, there will be an additional $2.00 charged per class
(Performance/In Hand class = $12.00, Championship Class $17.00). No post entry fees will be
charged for entries received prior to the start of the show.

Post entries will be accepted up to two hours prior to the commencement of the class. Rider, driver
or handler MUST be made known to the Show Secretary at least two hours prior to the class.
Scratched entries must also notify the Secretary and the In Gate well in advance of the class.
There is no fee for Champion In Hand Classes.



GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

A photocopy of your CMHA AND EC SILVER COMPETITION CARD must accompany your entry form.
EC membership is required by at least one registered owner and all exhibitors for the NS Morgan Horse
Show. Owners and competitors must be individual Senior or Junior members. If you are not an EC
member, you may compete at this show with the purchase of a Temporary Membership, ($30.00) which
allows you to compete only at this show. Bronze license holders can upgrade their membership
temporarily for a fee of $15.00. (Please see EC A208, A902 and A903 regarding Temporary
Memberships and Amateur Cards). The fee is payable to the Show Secretary at time of entry. Children
who have not reached the age of 10 years at the beginning of the year, and are entering Leadline or
Walk/Trot Classes only, are exempt from EC membership only. Exhibitors/trainers/handlers are exempt
from requiring EC membership when exhibiting only in halter classes.

LIABILITY INSURANCE - If the Owner/Lessee/Exhibitor/Rider/Driver do not carry a Nova Scotia
Equestrian Federation or New Brunswick Equestrian Association Membership, and cannot show proof of
Club or Private Coverage of a minimum of $2 million, full NSEF memberships can be purchased at the
show for $40.00 (Family rates also available). Temporary memberships are not available.

All horses entered in Morgan classes must be Purebred Morgan, and registered with the Canadian
National Livestock Records, or if under one year of age be eligible for registration. Horses must be
entered under their full registered name. Foreign owned horses must be registered with the American
Morgan Horse Association. A copy of the registration and proof of lease if applicable, MUST accompany
the entry form.

Morgan appointments shall be such as are appropriate for horses shown in particular classes. For further
clarification, please refer to EC B5207. Except for weanlings and yearlings, which must be shown
barefoot, horses may be shod or barefoot. For shoeing weights and regulations, please refer to EC
B5205. The Morgan will be shown in its NATURAL beauty with full mane, forelock and tail.

Open Classes as designated in the prize list are open to horses of all breeds and are sanctioned
separately from the EC Silver Show, by Nova Scotia Equestrian Federation — Scotia Series. If you
require a prize list for the Scotia Series show, please contact the Show Secretary.

Entry forms MUST be signed by All OWNER (S), and EXHIBITORS and the Person Responsible. If the
owner/exhibitor is less than 19 years of age, a parent or legal guardian must sign the entry form and
assume all responsibility and risk as stated on the form and by these rules and regulations (See EC
A802). This includes the helmet waiver form as required by Equine Canada, and must be signed for all
junior exhibitors.

The Person Responsible for a horse is an adult who has, or shares, responsibility for the care, training,
custody, and performance of the horse and who has official responsibility for that horse under EC Rules
and is liable under the penalty provisions of the Rules for any violation of the EC Rules. The Person
Responsible must hold an EC individual or group license (see A203.5). For the purpose of these Rules,
the Person Responsible is normally the trainer, owner or the competitor who rides or drives the horse
during an event, or a parent or legal guardian in the case of junior competitors. The Person Responsible
is ultimately responsible for the condition, fithess and management of the horse and is alone responsible
for any act performed in the stables by himself or herself or by any other person with authorized access
to the horse, or while the horse is being ridden, driven or exercised.) Parents and guardians are entitled
to sign their children’s entry forms without being EC members or holder of a sport license, provided they
agree to abide by the rules and penalties contained in the Rule Book. (EC A1011).

Cheques are to be made payable to the NS Morgan Horse Show. No post-dated cheques will be
accepted. The show office will open at 8 pm on Friday evening to handout back numbers. The arena will
be available until 8:30 pm on Friday evening.

Any horse entered in any class at a competition subject to the requirement to pay the required drug
testing fee may, while on competition grounds and on recommendation of the chair of the provincial
Equine Medication Control Committee or the chair's appointee, be selected for equine medication control
testing. EC Rule Book A, Chapter 10.

There will be no refund of class or entry fees unless the horse is withdrawn due to serious injury to the
horse (veterinary certificate required) or serious illness, injury or death in the exhibitor’s family. In these
cases, 75% will be refunded.

Ribbons will be awarded to five places. Trophies or prizes may be presented in some classes. There will
be no cash prizes awarded in Championship classes. High Point Awards will be given in the following
divisions: Junior Exhibitor, Walk Trot, Adult Amateur and Carriage Driving.

High Point Junior Exhibitor is based on the Junior Rider. Points are compiled on a rider basis; a Junior
Exhibitor showing more then one horse will be able to combine those points. A Ride off will determine the
winner of Junior Exhibitor in the case of a tie. JUNIOR EXHIBITOR AGE DEFINITION: A901

Classes that will count towards this award are: 12/13, 26/27, 33, 42, 43, 52, 58, 66, 68, 64, 75.

High Point Amateur is based on the horse/rider combination. Competitors must hold an EC Amateur
card. Juniors are not permitted to enter classes in this division.

Classes that will count towards High Point Amateur — 14, 24, 31, 39, 30, 44, 56, 64, 74.

Classes counting towards other High Point Divisions:
High Point Walk Trot — 18, 30, 67, 72
High Point Carriage — 19, 25, 50, 54, 69, 79, 81

The Bob West Memorial Trophy will be awarded based on points accumulated in Carriage Driving
Turnout, Working and Reinsmanship

Amateur and Classic divisions are open to EC Amateur card holders only. Juniors are not permitted to
exhibit in the Amateur division. Exhibtiors with a temporary membership may sign an affidavit to
compete, but will not receive points. (A902.2, A903.5 and B5203)

In order to enter classes designated as “Championship’, exhibitors must have competed in at least 1
(one) ‘regular’ class in the same division.

Post Entries will be accepted up to two hours before the class begins. Rider, Driver, or Handler MUST be
made known to the Show Secretary before that time. Exhibitors MUST notify the Show Secretary and the
In Gate if they withdraw their horse from a class.

A ‘Morgan Open’ class is that which is open to all horses of any age irrespective of the ribbons previously
won and in which there are not qualifications for the rider/driver.

Maiden, Novice and Limit horse classes are open to horses, which have not won one (1), three (3), or six
(6) first place ribbons respectively in the particular performance division, or level in which they are
shown.

Limit rider and driver classes are open to those who have not won six (6) first place ribbons in a division.
Novice rider and driver classes are open to those who have not won (3) first place ribbons in a division.



20. ltis strongly recommended that all horses be inoculated against influenza and rhinopneumonitis and
strangles. Any persistently coughing or obviously ill horse will be barred from the show grounds for their
own and others protection.

21. Saddle or harness CLASSES WITH A LARGE NUMBER OF ENTRIES MAY BE SPLIT at the judge’s or
show committee’s discretion. Every effort will be made to print these classes as they will be split in the
program for the exhibitor's convenience, by exhibitor number.

22. Stallions must be under control at all times and shown only by a competent handler. Stallions are not to
be exhibited by juniors in any class at this show. Unmanageable horses in any class will be excused
from the ring at the discretion of the judge.

23. Classes begin not later than TWO (2) minutes (or as previously announced by the Show Committee)
after the last horse from the previous class leaves the ring. The SHOW STEWARD MUST BE NOTIFIED
IN ADVANCE OF ANY TACK CHANGE. Five (5) minutes maximum will be allowed for any tack change.
EXHIBITORS ARE NOT GUARANTEED THERE WILL BE SOUND SYSTEM IN THE BARNS. THEY
ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR KEEPING TRACK OF WHICH CLASSES ARE RUNNING.

24. Horses will be shown at all gaits pertaining to the class, both ways of the ring. In driving classes, all
drivers shall remain seated until all entries have been inspected and judged. One attendant (who is more
then 16 years of age) without a whip must head each horse in classes where horses are driven, except
Carriage Driving. Horses may be asked to back. GROOMS & HEADERS MUST BE IN APPROPRIATE
ATTIRE.

25. KNOWLEDGE OF THE RULES of a given sport is required of each participant and the exhibitor at a
recognized competition is in no way exempt of this responsibility. While a general familiarity with the
provision of these rules is necessary to all who show horses, a complete knowledge and compliance with
the particular section is essential.

26. ASTM/SEI-APPROVED HELMETS ARE COMPULSORY FOR JUNIORS while mounted on the grounds
of any Equine Canada-sanctioned competition EC A905 & B5208.2, including while driving or riding on a
horse drawn vehicle as per C102.10 — except for juniors competing in western or saddle seat classes for
10 minutes before they enter the ring, and until the class is complete. A parent or guardian of each junior
exhibitor must sign the attached helmet waiver. If this waiver is not signed, the junior must wear an
ASTM/SEI approved helmet in those classes. It is STRONGLY recommended that juniors follow rule
A905 and wear helmets in all classes. Juniors MUST wear helmets at all times while riding on a horse-
drawn vehicle. Over fences classes require mandatory protective headgear with a safety harness
permanently affixed to the helmet for all competitors.

27. Exhibitors are reminded that not all spectators are familiar with our equine friends. Extra caution must be
taken while traveling between the barns and the show ring. This holds true for dogs as well, which are
expected to be on leash at all times while on the grounds.

28. WARM UP RING SAFETY RULES: Proper footwear and headgear must be worn in the warm up ring at
all times. The next class in the ring has precedence in the warm up ring. Any person warming up a horse
in the ring must be identified with that horse’s back number. This includes riding, lunging and working in
hand. Horses being lunged or worked in hand (i.e. long-lining) will be asked to leave the warm up ring
during times of congestion at the discretion of the Steward or Show Committee.

29. Exhibitors are encouraged to DECORATE their STALL AREAS. Please ensure all decorations are
removed prior to leaving Sunday.

Equine Canada (EC), the national equestrian federation of Canada, supports adherence to humane treatment
of horses in all competitions under its jurisdiction. EC is committed to:

e Upholding the welfare of horses, regardless of value, as a primary consideration in all activities;

o Requiring that horses be treated with kindness, respect, and the compassion that they deserve, and that they never be
subjected to mistreatment;

o Ensuring that owners, trainers and exhibitors or their agents use responsible care in the handling, treatment and transportation
of their horses as well as horses placed in their care for any purpose;

«  Providing for the continuous well-being of horses by encouraging routine inspection and consultation with health care
professionals and competition officials to achieve the highest possible standards of nutrition, health, comfort, sanitation and
safety as a matter of standard operating procedure;

e  Continuing to support scientific studies on equine health and welfare;

e Increasing education in training and horsemanship practices;

e Requiring owners, trainers and exhibitors to know and follow their sanctioning organization's rules, and to work within industry
regulations in all equestrian competition;

e Reviewing, revising and developing competition rules and regulations that protect the welfare of horses.

The standard by which conduct or treatment will be measured is that which a reasonable person, informed and
experienced in generally accepted equine training and exhibition procedures, would determine to be neither
cruel, abusive nor inhumane.
